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a dad said recently when asked if he
had considered Trinity as an option for
his child. Interesting.

We truly desire to be a Christian school
first.  We're not primarily selling you a
product, or promising your child will get
into certain colleges, or win “x” amount
in scholarships.

The overriding thing we want to teach
your children is to be faithful in respond-
ing to the Lord's call on their lives, which
includes working hard as a student.

We have tried to very thoughtfully craft
a curriculum that will help children un-
derstand what the Lord has done with
culture and His people in the past, what
He is doing now, and what He wants
and expects of them in the future.

The Lord has led the Board and leader-
ship of the school to adopt the Classical
approach, a strong liberal arts empha-
sis, as the best curriculum to achieve
that end. One of the factors that caused
me to be interested in Trinity, and that |
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still love, is how much students seem to
enjoy being at school.

Trinity students know how to have fun.
They have important work placed before
them by caring, loving teachers. They
have classmates who are truly friendly,
and look out for each other. Many are
involved in sports, chorus, drama, and
other offerings—things that are also to
be done unto the Lord.

Yes, children will occasionally spend
extra time on homework—that happens
fairly often at our home. And God does
not call every child to straight A's.

But in my judgment, children at Trinity
are learning to respond to His call on
their lives, and to be fulfilled and joyful
along the way. That's “having a life” by
any reckoning.
